Read Proverbs 1:7
10. What is the first half of this verse saying? In what ways is it true? Is it in someway not true?

11. Have you ever known someone who despised wisdom and discipline? What happened to them?

Read Proverbs 9:10
12. Compare 9:10 and 1:7. How are they the same? How are they different? 

13. If you really believed Proverbs 9:10, how would your life be different than it is right now? How would you think differently? What would you do differently?

14. Summarize what we’ve learned from today’s study.

15. What would you like to do as a result of what we’ve learned today?
